	Action / Precaution / Alternative

	1) Vehicles/Bikes
	1.1 - Ensure vehicles do not cause obstruction - Move if necessary

	
	1.2 - 1 instructor per 4 students during trekking session

	
	1.3 - Explain and demonstrate bike controls – check understanding

	
	1.4 - Explain and demonstrate riding positions – check understanding

	
	1.5 - Keep training field clear of non riders

	
	1.6 - Teach basics, slow riding, turning, stopping

	
	1.7 -  If not up to standard, no further riding for that person

	
	1.8 - As per government white paper, quad bike speed to be governed by a minimum of 2 restrictors that require at least 2 separate tools to adjust

	
	1.9 - Use speedometer on Honda to verify the restriction on speed to   30mph on a regular basis

	
	1.10- Whilst riding away from training field, any dangerous riding results in that person being removed from the session immediately.    

Instructor(s) to use helmet radios to keep in contact re group behaviour/problems ( where there is more than one instructor present)


	
	1.11- For less dangerous riding, 1 warning to be given only.

	
	1.12 - Group must follow leader, correct gap kept, staying on track, no overtaking. Any diversion from this procedure to result in removal from session

	
	1.13 - In hilly areas, instructor(s) to be able to see group at all times

	
	1.14 - Check bikes between each group riding to ensure working correctly.

	
	1.15 - When fuelling ensure only instructors are near bike and carrying out fuelling procedures.

	
	

	2) Health & Safety
	2.1 - Identify first aid staff

	
	2.2 - Instruct as to what to do in event of accident or chemical spillage 

	
	2.3 - Check safety equipment is of correct standard and good fit. Helmet, gloves to be issued on all occasions, steel toe cap wellies and overalls to be issued where necessary, goggles and water proofs as required.

	
	2.4 - Ensure accident book completed where necessary.

	
	2.5 - Identify any medical problems with students and ensure they are suitable for riding a bike before starting the training session.

	
	2.6 - Ensure group provide drinks, spare clothing and food appropriate to weather. Check during classroom session.

	
	2.7 – Any student or staff found to be intoxicated through any substance will not be permitted to take any part in the session and will be removed from the area on safety grounds

	
	2.8 – Smoking policy to be stated and enforced

	
	

	3) Livestock/wildlife
	3.1 - Instruct group on country code

	
	3.2 -  If possible clear training site before use

	
	3.3 - Monitor movement of stock and stop session if required

	
	3.4 - Whilst on trek respect stock & wildlife. Slow down or stop as    required

	
	3.5 - Advise use of insect repellent when required

	
	3.6 - Advise group to stay away from livestock/ wildlife

	
	

	4) Weather
	4.1 - Use shelter for protection on cold/wet days

	
	4.2 - Advise use of sun block when necessary

	
	4.3 - Monitor river level & standing water/marsh conditions

	
	4.4 - Ensure warm/cold drinks are available (group to provide)

	
	4.5 - Ensure groups have dry clothing when necessary

	
	4.6 - Stop session if weather necessitates it

	
	

	5) Terrain
	5.1 - Instruct on country code

	
	5.2 - Define no-go areas and enforce. Define correct route

	
	5.3 - Identify & discuss hazards & obstacles. Instruct on how to pass safely

	
	5.4 - Re assess each trap/obstacle as to suitability for use on that day due to changes of weather/ ground conditions

	
	5.5 - Instruct on river safety if required.

	
	5.6 - Enforce river bank no-go areas in case of collapse

	
	5.7 - No hill/bank steeper than advised for individual ATV

	
	5.8 - In long grass double check each section for safety and wildlife before riding through.

	
	5.9 - Protect students from manure/nettles etc Use gloves and goggles, if required.

	
	5.10 - Ensure all students are capable of riding on the terrain before any attempt is made

	
	5.11 - In difficult areas speed to be kept to minimum necessary to pass safely

	
	5.12 - All slopes banks and ditches to be assessed on the day as to safety due to weather/ground conditions

	
	5.13 - STOP the session if terrain unsuitable for any reason

	
	5.14 - Gates to be open and secured before riding through and closed behind the last rider

	
	

	6) Vehicles/machines
	6.1 - Ensure safe parking for all vehicles

	
	6.2 - Ensure static vehicles are well away from riding sites

	
	6.3 - Ensure all kit is securely stowed away (When not in attendance)

	
	6.4 - Ensure safety of petrol/oil supplies, and availability of first aid/fire extinguishers

	7) Pedestrians
	7.1 - Designate pedestrian area and monitor

	
	7.2 - Prevent trespass onto riding areas. Stop session if required

	
	7.3 - Escort pedestrians back to safe area if required.

	8) Washing equipt.
	8.1 - Use protective clothing

	
	8.2 - Instruct in use of washer

	
	8.3 - All students must be supervised by staff

	
	8.4 - Define no-go area whilst washer is being used

	
	

	9) Club Staff
	9.1 - Club to provide 2 staff at riding session.

	
	9.2 - If not required number of staff do not run session.

	
	9.3 - If staff stay in vehicle instead of being with the group, do not run session

	10) Darkness
	10.1 – All bikes to have front and rear lights

	
	10.2 – All students to have attended ‘QuadSquad sessions an a previous occasion and completed the course

	
	10.3 – Maximum 2 students per instructor during trekking sessions

	
	10.4 – All instructors to be in radio contact

	
	10.5 – Route to be safety checked during daylight, and not to be altered during darkness unless safety would be compromised by not doing so.
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
