	Potential Risk/Hazard

	Young People


	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

- Ensure adequate clothing is worn and jewellery removed.

	Equipment
	- Check all equipment before the session

- Goal Posts, Ensure that the Portable Goals are properly connected and when complete are weighed down using weights for indoor use or ‘U’ pegs for outdoors.

- Netting, Ensure the netting is taught so to avoid tripping up participants. 

	Indoor Venue


	- Check the area thoroughly for obstructions e.g. loose floorboards, radiators, fire extinguishers on walls, wet floors etc.

- Mention to participants to take care when kicking the ball with regards to lighting on ceiling and windows.

- If curtains are present it is advised that they should be shut to prevent full impact of the ball.

	Outdoor Venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the whole area being used is thoroughly checked for stones, broken glass etc.

- Ensure the surface is suitable e.g. not water logged.

	Safety


	- Have specific emergency information for venue, address and telephone numbers.

- Set boundaries.
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
