	Potential Risk/Hazard
	Action/Precautions/Alternatives

	Arrows
	- Removing from the boss – stand to the side of the boss, and pull from the base of the arrow nearest the boss.

- Arrows should not be placed on the floor at any time during the event, they “must” be placed in the quivers (for protection of the flights, and prevent the arrows being stood on and becoming bent).

- When shooting always have the arrows facing towards the targets

- Ensure arrows are safe to use

	Bows
	- Bows should be placed on the floor once “all” the participants have shot their arrows.

- Ensure bows are in safe working order

	Outside Safe area
	- Place the white net behind the bosses, and just in front of the marking off tape, to stop wayward arrows

- Mark out the area 50metres behind the bosses, and 20metres either side.

- Ensure a waiting area is set up for none shooters to wait in, this must be 5 metres behind the Shooting Line.

	General
	- NO RUNNING ANYWHERE

- All participants waiting to shoot “must” wait at the designated waiting area. Only the shooter and instructor to be at the shooting line.

- All spectators “must” stand behind the participants.

	Protocols


	- Bosses and stands to be between 10 and 15metres from the shooting line, and the waiting line is to be 5metres from the shooting line.

- No one is allowed beyond the shooting line until the instructor ends the shooting phase.
