	A-frame

Net
	- Time is required to be taken when assembling this piece of equipment. 

-Ensure all poles, brackets and grub bolts are in good working order before use.

- Ensure the scaffolding poles are placed into the brackets correctly and far enough for the grub bolt to carry out its purpose.

- Once the A-frame has been assembled ensure all the grub bolts are checked (personally).

- Ensure the net is fixed onto the apex correctly, otherwise it will move back and forth as people climb on it. It is required that the participants need to be aware of this aspect to avoid fingers getting trapped between net and pole.

- On fastening the net to the base of the A-frame the gap between the net, and pole is required to be kept to a minimum.

- Ensure the net is adequately tied off to the frame (scaffolding) 

- The net is required to be checked, on regular intervals to ensure the net is still in tension. 

	Camouflage Nets


	- Ensure that there are no large holes in this net that the head can pass through. If holes do appear DO NOT use.

- Nets are to be weighed down using Blue weights, clipped on by small karabiners.

- If required, ensure the pegs are far enough into the ground and at an angle less than 45degs to prevent injury to any participant falling over them, and removing them from the ground.

TIP: place a piece of string through the hole in the ground peg, for ease of removal from the ground once the game has been completed.

	Outdoor venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the area is thoroughly checked, and free of stones, broken glass etc.

- Ensure the ground is reasonably level.

	
	


	Safety
	- During fun days mark an area around the assault course, to prevent accidents between a participant and the crowd/audience (when marking out the area allow a clear walkway around the pieces of equipment for a responsible person).

- Mark out a line that the waiting participants “must” stand behind, about 5metres from the first obstacle. 

- At the end of each run, ensure that safety is maintained, before the next participant attempts the course.

- Have specific emergency information for venue, address and telephone numbers.

	Young People
	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

- Ensure adequate clothing is worn and jewellery is removed.
