	- Before setting up the activity ensure the area being used is thoroughly checked and free of stones, broken glass etc. Also check the surrounding area.

	Young People


	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

- Ensure adequate clothing is being worn and articles of jewellery are removed.

	Equipment


	- Check equipment before each session.

E.g.
Planks : Splits, cracks nails or splinters.


Tyres : Rough sharp edges, remove if required.


Ropes : Check ropes prior to use for fraying, knots and repair and replace as necessary.

	Safety


	- Have specific emergency information for venue, address and telephone numbers.

- Set boundaries.
