	Young People


	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

- Ensure adequate clothing is worn and jewellery removed.

- Check with young people for those who have Asthma and inform them about the activity being very vigorous.

	Equipment
	- Check all equipment before the session.

	Outdoor Venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the whole area being used is thoroughly checked for stones, broken glass etc.

- Ensure the surface is suitable e.g. not water logged.

	Safety


	- Inform participants NOT to punch, kick, elbow or head butt the ball. Also inform not to jump on top of the ball.

- Have specific emergency information for venue, address and telephone numbers.

- Set boundaries.

	Indoor venues
	- Ensure the area to be used is large enough.

- Check the area thoroughly for obstructions, for example loose floor boards, radiators, fire extinguishers situated on the wall, wet floors / slippery surfaces 
- If someone falls on the floor, stop game immediately end ensure that they are ok and resume game.

- Keep non – participants completely out of the way.
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
