	Potential Risk/Hazard
	Action/Precautions/Alternatives

	Indoor venues
	- Check the area thoroughly for obstructions, for example loose floor boards, radiators, fire extinguishers situated on the wall, slippery floors
- It may need to be mentioned to the participants to take care when hitting the ball, with regards to the lighting, for example fluorescent tubes on the ceiling.

- If there are curtains up at the windows, it may be advised that they are shut to prevent full impact of the ball.

	Outdoor venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the area of play is thoroughly checked and free of stones, broken glass etc. and a rough check of the surrounding area, where the fielders may be running/diving for the ball.



	Young People
	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

- Ensure correct clothing is being worn and that any articles of jewellery that can cause damage are removed.

- Ensure that those players waiting to ‘bat’ are in the correct waiting area.

- Ensure that the wicket keeper is far enough back to avoid being hit in the face with the bat

	Equipment
	- Check the equipment before each session.

	Safety
	- Have specific emergency information for venue, address and telephone number.

- Set boundaries.
