	Equipment

	Indoor Venues


	- Check the area thoroughly for obstructions e.g loose floorboards, radiators, fire extinguishers on walls, wet floors etc.

- If curtains are present it is advised that they are shut to prevent full impact of the ball if playing a ball striking game.

	Outdoor Venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the area of play is thoroughly checked and free of stones, broken glass etc, and a check of the surrounding area where possible activity may take place
