	Young People
	- Brief the young people of rules, safety and boundaries.

	Equipment
	- Check all equipment before each session.

	Indoor Venues


	- Check the area thoroughly for obstructions e.g. loose floorboards, radiators, fire extinguishers on walls, wet floors etc.

- Mention to participants to take care when raising parachutes with regards to lighting on ceiling.

- Don’t use if there is a low ceiling.

	Outdoor Venues


	- Before setting up the activity ensure the whole area being used is thoroughly checked for stones, broken glass etc.

- Ensure the weather is suitable e.g. not raining, not windy.

- Ensure the surrounding area is suitable e.g. no trees, fencing, roads, or electricity lines.

	Safety


	- Have specific emergency information venue, address and telephone numbers.
